AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 9 IN TITLE 1 OF THE EL 
SEGUNDO MUNICIPAL CODE ENTITLED "CAMPAIGN 
CONTRIBUTIONS." 

The CIty councIl of the CIty ofEI Segundo does ordam as follows 

SECTION 1 The cIty councIl finds and declares as follows' 

A The abIlIty to contnbute tIme and money to local polItIcal camp31gns IS a 
legitImate and Important means of partICIpatmg m the polItIcal process 

B Large monetary contnbutIOns, however, may gIve at least the appearance that 
candIdates for electIve office may be unduly mfluenced through finanCIal means 

C It IS ill the public Interest that the CIty have a means by whIch all persons wIthIn 
the commumty have a farr and eqUItable opportunIty to partIcIpate ill local 
government whether by elected office or through other means

To asSIst WIth the goal of provldmg an even playmg field to all candIdates seeIang 
electIve office, 3lld to engender publIc trust m the polItIcal process, the CIty 
CounCIl enacted regulatIOns for campaIgn contnbutIOns as set forth m Chapter 9 
to TItle 1 of the EI Segundo MunICIpal Code ("ESMC") entItled Campazgn 
Contrlbutzons 3lld conslstmg of§§ 1-9-1 to 1-9-8 

ill 1996 3lld 2000, the CalIfornIa electorate approved two propOSitions that 
Implemented regulatIOns for crunpalgn contnbutlOns on a statewIde baSIS 
PropOSItIOn 208, enacted m 1996, was challenged 3lld has been partially 
mvalIdated, PropoSItIon 34, enacted in 2000, was deSigned, m part, to cure the 
defiCIenCIes ill PropOSItion 208 and became effective m J31lUary 2001 

When adoptillg thIS Ordm311ce, the City CounCIl conSidered, runong other thmgs, 
the CalIfornia Supreme Court's deCISIOn m Grlset v FaiT Polztlcal Practices 
CommIssIOn (1994) 8 Cal 4th 851, cert den 15 S Ct 1794, 3lld the cases Cited 
therem The regulatIons adopted by thIs Ordm311ce are mtended to bal311ce 
mdlVldual's First Amendment nghts With the electorate's nght to be fully 
mformed 3lld the pubhc mterest m preventmg corruptIon m local electIons . 

By adoptmg these regulatIOns, the City mtends to fully mform voters regardmg 
c311dldate 3lld camp31gn vlewpomts, to asSISt voters With dlsbngUlshmg between 
accurate 3lld deceptIve mformatlon, deter defamatory statements, prevent 
corruption, 3lld asSISt law enforcement 
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H The CIty has a compelhng mterest to promote an mformed electorate, deter 
corruption m local elections, and gather eVIdence to faclhtate enforcement of 
local election regulations Accordmgly, It IS m the pubhc mterest to adopt 
regulatIons lffiposmg stnct dIsclosure reqUIrements upon, among other thmgs, 
unsohclted camplllgn hteratlIre that IS dlstnbuted durIng the course of local 
pohtIcal campaIgns 

SECTION 2 ESMC § 1-9-3 IS amended to read as follows 

"1-9-3: Anonymous Contributions Prohibited; Contribution Limit. 

A It IS unlawful for any person to make, and any canilldate, controlled COmmIttee, or 
commIttee to sohclt or accept, any anonymous contnbutIon m a local election 

B For local elections, It IS unlawful for any person to make a contnbutlOn to a 
candidate, controlled committee, COImmttee totalmg five hundred dollars ($500) 
or more m a calendar year 

SECTION 3 ESMC § 1-9-4 IS amended to read as follows 

"1-9-4: Campaign Statement Information. 

CandIdates, elected officers, controlled comnnttees, and committees must comply 
WIth Govenmlent Code § 84211 regardmg all persons contnbutmg one hundred 
dollars ($100) or more to a camplllgn for a local electIOn In addItion, canilldates, 
elected officers, controlled committees, and commIttees must hst the zone 
lnlprovement plan ("ZIP") code aSSIgned by the Umted States Postal ServIce for 
the busmess or reSIdentIal postal address of persons makIng contnbutIons ofless 
than one hundred dollars ($100) dunng a camplllgn for a local electIon" 

SECTION 4' ESMC § 1-9-7 IS amended to read as follows' 

"1-9-7: Filing Deadlines. 

A final pre-electIOn filmg of updated versIOns of all documents reqUIred by the 
PolItIcal Reform Act and thIS Chapter WIll be filed by canilldates and committees 
and received by the CIty Clerk by twelve o'clock (12'00) noon on the final Fnday 
before the electIon and wIll reflect all actoal and antIcIpated expendItures and 
contnbutIons through the date of the electIon 
" 

SECTION 5 If any part of thIs Ormnance or Its applIcation IS deemed mvahd by a court of 
competent JunsructIon, the city counCIl mtends that such mvahdlty Will not affect the 
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effectIveness of the remmmng prOVISIons or apphcattons and, to tIns end, the provIsIons of tlns 
Ordmance are severable 

SECTION 6 The CIty Clerk IS directed to cernfy the passage and adoplion of tlns Ordinance, 
cause It to be entered into the City ofEI Segundo's book ofongmal ordmances, make a note of 
the passage and adoptton m the records of tlns meettng, and, WltInn fifteen (15) days after the 
passage and adoplion of tillS Ordmance, cause It to be published or posted m accordance WIth 
CalifornIa law 

SECTION 7 Tlns Ordinance wIll become effeclive tIurty (30) days followmg ItS passage and 
adoptIOn
